An India Mission trip
was organized in July to Mumbai and Karnataka, and the Light to Life mission program provided support for the
education and holistic development of over 4,500 children in different parts of India. Our involvement through
the various mission endeavors of the Diocese has made visible impacts in the lives of many people. It is with the
committed vision and dedicated services of our laity and clergy that all our mission activities are progressing well.

The Diocese has set apart Sunday, November 19, 2023 for prayer and participation in our mission programs
through Suvishesha Nidhi Offering. We urge all members to wholeheartedly contribute to the mission activities
of the Diocese.
